KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS MUSEUM (1
State Street, New Haven) unveils its
prized collection of Piranesi etchings. In
the 18" century, Giovanni Battista
Piranesi (1720-78) was the premier
Italian printmaker, world famous for his
magnificent topographical works titled
Vedute di Roma (Views of Rome.)
Twenty two of these views are the
subject of this show. Piranesi began the
massive undertaking around 1747 and
published a total of 135 views of the
Eternal City.

He found a ready-made market for
his expensive etchings in the cultured
elite of Europe who were traveling across
Italy on the Grand Tour, who were eager
to purchase mementos of their trip.
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Rome was the tour’s ultimate destination
because it held the world’s largest
concentration of Classical architectural
remains, in addition to countless other
artistic treasures.

When Piranesi first began capturing
the monuments of antiquity, some were
in a state of abandoned neglect. Some
suffered from the ravages of the
elements. Some were partially
scavenged for their marble. Today,
Piranesi’'s etchings are the cherished
memory of the ages. Not only did he
record the past grandeur of Rome, he
also captured the modern architecture of
the 18 century city.

Piranesi etched his exquisite
detailing directly on the metal plates
used to transfer his masterful images to
high-grade paper. Most of his plates are
preserved at the Istituto Nazionale per la
Grafica in Rome. Two of the original
plates are included in this exhibition
along with typical etching tools.

Museum hours throughout the
length of this exhibition (May 23 -
November 9*") will be 10 a.m. to 5 p.m.,
daily and all holidays. Admission and
parking is free. Call (203) 865-0400.

IN SPITE OF OUR FEARS

It has been said that it's much easier to become a
father than to be one. It's not always easy to do what
a situation calls for. Sometimes we get it
wrongCparents, priests, teachers, managers, anyone
with responsibility. And yet, with Jesus' admonition not
to be afraid ringing in our ears, we can summon the
courage to do the right thing.

INSIDE THE READINGS

In today's Gospel Jesus provides direction and
encouragement for his disciples. They must proclaim
his teachings openly and forcefully. God's revelation
through Christ must be made available to all, even
when it requires extraordinary courage. Three times
Jesus says, "Do not be afraid!" (Matthew 10:26, 28,
31). Jesus knows that his apostles will be persecuted
even as he himself was being persecuted. But fear
must not keep them from being effective missionaries.
They must, as Jesus insists, "proclaim [it] on the
housetops" (10:27).

The disciples are told that their only fear should be
"of the one who can destroy both soul and body in
Gehenna" (10:28). "Gehenna" comes from the Hebrew
Ge-Hinnom, the Valley of Hinnom. Located southwest
of Jerusalem, it had been the site of an idolatrous cult,
which included sacrificing children (Jeremiah 7:31). At
the time of Jesus it was a place for refuse disposal with
constantly burning fires. In the New Testament it
symbolizes eternal punishment.

To give the apostles the necessary courage in the
face of persecution, Jesus assures his followers that
they have the continuing love of the Father. Jeremiah
in today's first reading gives an example of great
confidence in the face of opposition. "But the Lord is
with me, like a mighty champion: / my persecutors will
stumble, they will not triumph" (Jeremiah 20:11).
Jesus uses a rabbinic formula, arguing from a light
matter to a heavy one. From God's concern for the
sparrows (the light matter) Jesus proceeds to the
incredible love of the Father for the disciples (the
heavy matter).

Today's Gospel ends with a warning and a promise.
Already in the Old Testament Yahweh declared, "I will
honor those who honor me, but those who spurn me
shall be accursed" (1 Samuel 2:30). In the same way,
Christ will deny before the Father those who deny him
before others (Matthew 10:33). But those who
acknowledge Jesus before others will have the grace of
being acknowledged by the Son of Man "before the
angels of God" (Luke 12:8).

THOUGHTS FOR ACTION
Sometimes the only way to deal with a fear is
through the fear. That has a way of dispelling its power
over us. So we find ourselves trying to live by the
example of Jesus and trusting in his wisdom.
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
